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Any Cailicies in the house? Sucrates claimed
that even if no ane ever discovers what we're up
to, our vice harms us more than it hurts our
victims — thus, there is a direct relationship
between ethical behavior and the strength and
health of someane's personalty. Unethical
behavior, therefore, weakens the personality.

Plato, in the Gorgias, talked about an encounter
between Socrates and Callicles, a young
talented Athenian wha believes a conscience
hampers success. Callicles says Socrates is
wrong, he has not been harmed by his
aggressiveness and sefishness. But Sacrates
painted to easily discemible aspects where
Callicles has already been harmed by his
unethical behavior ar signs of severe addiction
to the unethical. Socrates describes these two
characteristics as (a) the inability ever to be
satisfied, and (b) the use of lies and
rationalizations in order to get the object of the
addiction

For sometime now, rumors about contaminated
Cadbury chocolates have been getting around
At first, it seerned like sormeone was just out to
smear the products’ name. Inthe 17 July 2007
issue of the Australian Times, however, a news
repart tiled, "Record fine for dodgy chocalate”
finally confirmed everything

After 42 people, mostly children under 10, fell il
upan eating Cadbury chocalates, an investigation
ensued and 1 milion chocolate bars were recalled
A court case followed where it eventually became
known that Cacloury changed its testing
procedures in 2003 o save money and waste".
Instead of throwing away the salmonella-
contaminated chocolates, it introduced a new
*allowable tolerance” level and stil sold the
chocolates using this as justification.

Cadbury was eventually fined $2.3 million for the
selling of the contaminated chocalate and
£152,000 for legal costs
